Guidelines and Eligibility Requirements

Everything we encounter in our daily lives is incredibly dependent on the concepts of information
technology. Information technology can encompass a range of fields from network basics to web
design, data analysis to systems infrastructure, information security to troubleshooting. Wilson
Communications recognizes the importance these skills have in the future of modern technology and
will award one, nonrenewable $1,000.00 scholarship to those dedicated in pursuing an education in
information technology or related field.

Information Technology or a Telephone or Broadband Trade related field in

Each selected recipient will receive one, nonrenewable $1,000.00 award. This will be payable in a
$500.00 installment per semester for two semesters and sent directly to the recipient’s school on their
behalf. It is the recipient’s responsibility to contact our office for issuance of each installment.
